Students complete 8 hours/week in Fall and Spring or 12 hours/week in Summer C at their internship and
supervision is conducted on-site/virtual

For the face-to-face class in Fall and Spring, there is a 1-hour class on Wednesdays from 5:00-6:00pm.
Pre-recorded substitute lectures are available forthose who cannot attend the weekly class. For Summer,
the class lectures are pre-recorded and asynchronous. For all semesters, readings and assignments are
available via Canvas.
