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The following is additional information for the Anthropology major:

* Internships are available, providing students the opportunity to receive educational, hands-on training from
various organizations, agencies, companies, or institutions for credit.

» There are a number of options to receive academic credit for a mentored research experience and to have the
experience show on the official transcript. Students who wish to enroll in an undergraduate research course
should consult with their academic advisor to understand how the credit will apply towards the degree
requirements.

» Students must have at least an overall 2.0 GPA, and a major GPA of 2.5, before graduation.
